fight narrative transitions: (players got to adamant)
	Adamant: Father’s Glory
· Read act 1 box text, [insert Cassander bombardment], vision goes white, when players see again they are on a ridge overlooking a broken hercynia, during the final stage of the TBK (describe the horrors of a broken world). A voice, B1 speaks from behind.
· B1 looks like how Act 1 describes adamant 
· [insert speech about O/Ks job on hercynia. How every Egregorian and their allies (the players, as that is how B1 sees them) MUST be DESTROYED for peace to exist, including B1 belief that O/K is right in this war. (NAME DROP if you have not already)] “Real propaganda/helldivers/unshaking belief in this speech”
· Fight in this landscape
· Have B1 talk to them during this time, while he is coherent.
· Return to the cryo facility when the layer is destroyed.
· Screaming: The Son’s Pain
· When the layer starts, describe how each PC (in general)  is reliving the most painful emotional moment they have had, and that they can see/feel each other's moment. [ask the players what that moment is]
· Describe B1’s moment. His attempts to impress O/K, do right by him, and in the end being ignored and abandoned and as O/K had been, unable to fulfill his father’s desire in his creation. (His limited thinking being unable to change the outcome of the war for O/K)
· Describe the end of layer orb transition to the broken warped figure that is the Screaming Layer.
· Sacrificial: Unbreakable Connection
· Describe how despite the pain that the PCs felt from their trauma, how there may be a person/thing/organization that keeps them whole, keeps them sane, and that no matter how far they are that connection will remain. [Ask the players who or what that is.]
· Describe how for B1 that is his father even through the trauma, and how he has not broken the connection, and is still trying to do what he thinks his father wants. His entire world, defined by a single statement, “What year is it? And what will you have me do?” (The question posed to O/K at B1 creation)
· Read the transition to Sacrificial in Act 1.
· Abyssal: Alone
· Depression, the feeling of no one understanding or seeing your work. Death alone, forgotten, save for you and your thoughts.
· Describe the transition to Abyssal
